Preaching

1. The faculty to preach the Word of God to the faithful in churches and oratories throughout the
archdiocese without prejudice to canon 765 (cc. 762; 764).

2. The faculty to preach the Word of God or to read a lesson in other Christian churches or
ecclesial Communities if invited by the authorities of the Church or Community concerned, and to
invite members of other Christian churches and ecclesial Communities to read or preach in a
Catholic non-sacramental liturgical celebration with prior approval of the Archbishop (Pontifical
Council for Promoting Christian Unity, Directory of the Application of the Principles and Norms of
Ecumenism, March 25, 1993, nos. 118, 135: AAS 85 [1993] 1039-1119).

Baptism

3. The faculty to administer Baptism to his own subjects, without prejudice to canon 862
(ce. 530, 1% 857; 861, §1).

4. The faculty to administer Baptism to adults, at least those who have completed their fourteenth
year without the approval of the archhishop (c. 863).

5. The faculty to administer Baptism in a hospital in case of necessity or other compelling pastoral
reason (c. 860, §2).

Confirmation

6. The faculty to administer Confirmation immediately following: the baptism of a person who has
completed his seventh year of age or the admission of a person already baptized into the full
communion of the Catholic Church (c. 883, 2°).

7. The faculty to administer Confirmation, with the prior approval of the archbishop, to a person
baptized in the Catholic Church who has not previously been confirmed, provided that the person
has received adequate instruction in the Catholic Faith (c. 882).

Eucharist

8. The faculty to celebrate the Eucharist unless canonically impeded (c. 900).

9. The faculty to celebrate Mass twice on weekdays for a just cause and three times on Sundays
and Holy Days of Obligation in cases of pastoral necessity if no other priest is available
(c. 905, §2).

10. The faculty to fulfill the obligation of applying the Mass for the people (Missa pro populo) on

another day than required by law (Sunday or Holy Day of Obligation) or to have another priest
apply the Mass in your stead if legitimately impeded (c. 534, §1).
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
